CMU Offer Major Tuition Discounts
   FAYETTE, Mo. – Central Methodist University is offering a 50 percent discount on tuition to first-time or transfer students
affiliated with the United Methodist Church. The offer applies to students planning to attend the main CMU campus in
Fayette.
   Dr. Marianne Inman, president of Central Methodist University, recently announced that a 50 percent tuition discount is now
available for United Methodist Church students applying to CMU. A student must be an active United Methodist Church
member in good standing with his or her local church for at least one year, which must be verified by the pastor using the form
available at the following link, http://www.centralmethodist.edu/cmfinaid/scholarships.html.
   The applying UMC student must meet or exceed CMU’s basic academic admission standards of a 2.5 GPA and a 20 ACT
score and attend full time. Larry Anderson, director of admission for CMU, emphasized that the good news about the 50
percent tuition discount is that the value of the scholarship increases as tuition costs continue to increase. UMC pastors, youth
directors, parents and others are asked to continue their outstanding support of CMU by referring their best and brightest
students to CMU.
