Living and Learning
   Recently in our time together worshipping, we’ve been viewing movies
with our “Jesus glasses” on.  In other words, as people of faith, we inevitably
view the messages of the culture we live in through the lenses of our Lord.
Through movies, for example, we see stories of risk-taking, non-conformity
and sacrifice.  These messages resonate with us because they speak to our
common human condition.  Our challenge, then, is to take these messages
and put them into the context of real truth. Real truth, as we know, flows from
the One we know as Lord.  The recent “Blockbuster” sermon series has given
us great examples of how to apply real truth to our common humanity.
   Beginning in July we will begin a new sermon series that also speaks to
experiences, and people, we have in common.  The series will explore the
generations of today and the church we know as Schweitzer.  We will look at
who makes up our multi-generational society and churches.  You and I be-
long to one of the generations that social scientists have named:  Builder,
Boomer, Gen X, and Millennial.  And we know characters of all these genera-
tions whether or not we recognize the label attached to them.  Generations
are said to view life from the lenses, and values, that were formed in the
environment in which they grew up.  So, let’s plan to learn together, celebrate
the differences that make us richer, and grow together in the One we all have
in common who makes all the difference—Jesus Christ.  --Jim Mason
