   My daughter will love me for telling this story, but here goes anyway. Once
upon a time when she was overly tired, sun burnt and hungry she had a royal
melt down. She howled and completely expressed her hatred for me and all
within hearing range (which may have included a few neighbors) a very rare
and un-Jessie like display. Usually, though I have a long fuse, this would be
the point at which my counter hissy fit would ensue. This time, I decided to
act more “early childhood educator” than annoyed mother. After reminding
her that she is loved and that 1) she should desist before incurring conse-
quences and memories that she would regret and 2) that while everyone gets
mad and illogical at times she really needed to stop, think and make a better
choice. After she cried it out she came in to my room and wrapped herself
around my shoulders, apologized for unloading all her frustration at me for
denying her request to go to a friend’s house within two hours of returning
from a sleepover at another friend’s.
   How many times do we rant at God like a spoiled child and upon our apolo-
gies and repentance curl up again in His love that never waivers. Children
desperately need to learn that God is there to forgive and how the concept of
grace works. He may chastise, or wait patiently; He may allow us tempting
times or hem us in and protect us, but He is always there. Help a child you
know to hear of the forgiving love of God.
