It’s All About Perspective
   Last week I had the privilege of leading a discussion regarding our 
relationship to money in the Pastor’s class.  In this class, we went deeper 
into scripture that Bob had cited in his message the previous Sunday.  In our 
discussion, we acknowledged the rich wisdom of the bible on the topic of 
money and stewardship.  We also recognized the strong messages of ! nancial 
independence (vs. freedom) and self-centeredness our culture relentlessly 
sends us.  I appreciated the participants sharing their wisdom, experience 
and, at times, struggle to reconcile biblical principles in a modern, complex, 
af# uent and mobile society.
   In preparation for the class, I discovered a book entitled Money, Possessions 
and Eternity by Randy Alcorn.  I recommend it for your reading in that it 
contains truth and many thought provoking questions/views from a uniquely 
American cultural perspective.  In it, Alcorn says, “It’s all about perspective.  
The believer’s view of reality should be radically different than non believer’s. 
We should live differently because we see differently.  One that looks at life 
in the short run and the other that looks at life in the long run.  I think of our 
lives in terms of a dot and a line, signifying two phases.  Our present life on 
earth is a dot.  It begins.  It ends.  It’s brief. However, from the dot, a line 
extends that goes on forever.  That line is eternity, where Christians will 
spend in heaven.  The person who lives for the dot lives for treasures on earth 
that end in junkyards.  The person who lives for the line lives for treasures in 
heaven that never end. Giving is living for the line.”

   Our culture teaches us we deserve “it” all now, to live for now, …  How 
much do we really buy into the cultural philosophy for living or the one 
presented by Alcorn?  While reading this book, I also began reading the 
devotional handed out recently in worship, Transformed by Generosity: A 
21 Day Spiritual Journey.  I am humbled and inspired by the comments in 
this booklet.  It seems to me that among the primary principles the persons 
contributing to this devotional understand are the concepts of stewardship 
and giving.  In other words, we are just caretakers or managers of all that 
God, in His grace, has entrusted to us.  God owns “it”; we just take care of 
His resources while we are here.  And, in giving back, they understand they 
are blessed as well as others.  That’s a biblical perspective. 
   Generosity # ows from the heart, a relationship with God.  We recognize 
God’s amazing love for us through the gift and sacri! ce of Jesus Christ, we 
are grateful and we are generous in return.  We are transformed.  Re# ect 
upon God’s love for you, what He has done in your life and what He will do.  
We, as people of faith, are called to a different perspective.  As you re# ect 
upon God’s goodness in your journey and the readings in your Transformed 
by Generosity booklet, please continue to prayerfully consider the ! nancial 
innovations God may be leading you to make in the coming weeks.  I know
